ENERGY

• To reduce lighting energy 
install and use sensors, 
dimmers or timers.  Replace 
standard light bulbs with 
compact or fluorescent 
lamps. 

INTERIOR

Rotted wood 
and loose supporting posts 
should be rectified 
immediately.

Check it out early to 
avoid a flooded basement.
